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Proposal to Establish a Joint Business For the production and Use of Liquid Fire "The shield-2"
Subject of business: organization and production of the liquid fire. 
Information:
Fire liquid "Shield-2" (hereinafter Liquid) is used to impregnate the foam rubber, all kinds of foam plastic, fabric, polyurethane foam, wood and other porous materials and allowing them completely eliminate burning. The liquid has a low odor, which disappears after its application. Materials impregnated with liquid do not change its conductivity and fully retain the original shape and structure. The level of environmental security of the liquid is class IV (domestic use). Ways of impregnation may be as impregnation of the whole product and individual parts. Ways of impregnation: an immersion in the liquid, deposited on the surface, sputtering. The liquid in the case of freezing in subzero temperatures works without loss of properties and qualities. Tests of products such as passenger seats of cars, sandwich panels filled with foam and packaging made ​​of porous materials, upholstered furniture, which had previously been treated with fluid, showed that any attempt to burn them, including open flames, were unsuccessful. Moreover, these products do not emit into the atmosphere any hazardous substances.  It is recommended to use in the manufacture of furniture, to use in transport, housing and industrial construction. The use of Fluid, especially in the processing of porous material covering the tanks of oil and fuel oil - storage warehouses for the storage of flammable substances and similar facilities, will reduce their class of fire safety.
Our organization:
